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Quinta dos Murcas is in northern Portugal, in the Cima-Corgo sub-
region of the Douro, on the right bank of the River. It is characterized
by its 8 diverse terroirs, which are distinguished by different altitudes,
exposures, variations of schist soils and vertical vineyards. In 1947,
the estate became a pioneer with the first vertical vineyard planted in
the Douro region.

Quinta dos Murcas Vintage 2015 comes from old vineyards
planted along the banks of the Douro River, which, due to the low
altitude and southern exposure, produce grapes of great concentration
and maturity. Fermented in the traditional granite “lagares” with foot
treading. This vintage port shows the potential of the Cima-Corgo sub-
region to produce vintages of great elegance, intensity and persistence.

The winter was cold and dry, followed by a spring that was
hot and also dry. Cooler than normal temperatures at the beginning
i of the summer accelerated the ripening process, producing healthy
grapes at the harvest boasting good levels of acidity and

concentration.
