Viticulture: 

Soil Type: Granite/schist rock with clay/loam soil. 

Average age of vines: 17 years.  

Grapes Varieties: Antão Vaz, Arinto, Roupeiro. 

Vinification: Destemming, must chilling, skin maceration, pneumatic pressing, 

cold settling, fermentation temperature control with selected yeast inoculation 

in stainless steel tanks, centrifuging, fining, cold stabilization and  filtration. 

Bottling: January 2015

Total Acidity: 7,2 g/l
